Some new appointments made by the Hon’ble President

Shri Govindrao Adik, former MP was appointed as National General Secretary.

Party state body was constituted in Sikkim with Shri A. K. Subba as its President in April 2008.
Some of the state committees of the party had been reconstituted during this period and new state Presidents have been appointed in those states.

Shri D. D. Adhikari was appointed as the President of Assam unit in October 2006.
In Kerala: Shri K. Muraleedharan was appointed President in December 2007, but later, on July 31, 2009, that committee was dissolved and an adhoc committee with Shri T. P. Peethambaran Master, General Secretary, as Convenor for the Kerala state NCP was formed.

The Orissa state unit was reconstituted with Shri Bijoy Mohapatra as its President in November 2007.  Orissa committee was again reconstituted with Shri Prashant Nanda as its President in March 2009.

In Jharkhand, the state unit had been reconstituted with Shri Kamlesh Kumar Singh as its President.

Tripura state unit was also reconstituted in March 2007 with Shri Nirmalya Dasgupta as its President.  Subsequently that committee has resigned.  An adhoc committee is being formed.
Rajasthan state committee was reconstituted with Prof. Ramesh Dadhich as its President and it was further reconstituted with Shri Sanjay Singh as its President.
Tamil Nadu NCP committee was reconstituted with Shri K. Ramamoorthy as its President in May 2007.

Haryana state NCP was reconstituted with Chaudhary Ved Pal as its President in August 2007.

In May 2008, Gujarat unit Committee was reconstituted with Shri Jayant Patel as its President.

In the same year, Nagaland state NCP committee was reconstituted with Shri Povotso Lohe as its President and Shri Y. Sulanthung Lotha as the Working President.

The Karnataka state committee was dissolved and adhoc committee was appointed with Dr. V. Rajeshwaran as Convenor.

The Andhra Pradesh state committee was dissolved and adhoc committee was appointed with Dr. V. Rajeshwaran as Convenor.

In September 2008, the Delhi state committee was reconstituted and an adhoc committee was appointed with Shri R. R. Das as Convenor.  The same committee was reconstituted in September 2009 with Shri Veer Singh as its President.

States and number of seats we contested in Assembly elections during this period 
National leaders had left the decision to fight the election in the states to the state leaders.  Accordingly, the following states had decided to put up candidates in the following states :

1. We contested 27 seats in Manipur on our own and won five seats.  But in the bye-election that was held later, we lost one of those seats.  Now we have four seats only.

2. In Punjab, we contested 15 seats but could win none.  But in three seats, our performance was impressive.

3. We contested 26 seats in Uttarakhand and lost all those seats.

4. The party fielded 27 candidates in the Uttar Pradesh with no success.

5. In December 2007, we put up 9 candidates in Gujarat in alliance with Congress out of which we won three including our State President.

In the Assembly elections held in November 2009, NCP contested in six states.

We contested 30 seats in Chhattisgarh, 75 in Madhya Pradesh, 30 in Rajasthan, 10 in Mizoram, 12 in Jammu & Kashmir and 25 in Delhi all on our strength.  We could not win the elections in any of these states.

Though the United Progressive Alliance had been formed at the initiative of NCP and Pawar ji, the approach of the major partner was not helpful for expanding the base of the UPA at the national level. 
National Committee in 2008.

A meeting of the Extended Working Committee and the meeting of the National Committee was held on 10th and 11th May 2008 in Delhi.

The meeting was attended by almost all the National leaders, state Presidents,  Central Ministers, State Ministers of Maharashtra, Goa, Meghalaya, Nagaland and Jharkhand, all the party MLAs and MLCs from all the states attended the meeting.
The National Committee, besides other matters discussed in detail, the functioning of the UPA at the national level, strongly condemned the unhelpful attitude the Congress is pursuing in taking the alliance partners together.  It had also called upon the UPA government to see that the ordinary man also get the due share of the benefits of the new economic policy on implementation.

In the election to the state assemblies in October 2009 in the states of Chhattisgarh, Madhya Pradesh, Rajasthan, Mizoram, Jammu & Kashmir and Delhi, NCP wanted that the UPA partners should fight election together.  But Congress did not respond positively.  Congress wants alliance wherever they are not in a position to fight alone.  So NCP contested in all the elections on our own.

Parliament Election

Formation of UPA Government at the centre

Congress and NCP are two national parties in the United Progressive Alliance.  Even though our strength has been reduced by nine in the Lok Sabha, the dominance and importance of the party stand well established as it is seen in the  number of ministerial berths we got and the position in the cabinet our President holds.  Our party is allotted all the portfolios we held in the last cabinet.  The following are our Ministers in the UPA government.

In the election to the Lok Sabha in Maharashtra, the Congress put up hard bargain and took away 26 seats leaving on 22 seats as our share, whereas last time it was 24-24.  Out of the 22 we left one seat for RPI (Gawai) and contested 21 seats.  But the result did not reflect the popular support we had.  We won only 8 seats.  But became evident that the defeat was masterminded by some of the leaders of alliance partner encouraging our rebels as candidates and putting them against some of our candidates.  The loss of five of our candidates including two sitting MPs was the result of efforts of the Congress to reduce the number of seats of the NCP.  This experience in the Lok Sabha election should have been an eye opener for NCP.

Our Performance in Haryana

Our party contested 45 seats in Haryana, but could not win any seat.  

Our Performance in Maharashtra

In Maharashtra Assembly elections, we contested in alliance with Congress (I). Though, we were allotted smaller number of seats, our party did very well. Out of 113 seats, we won 62 seats compared to 82 seats the Congress won out of 174 seats contested by them.  Hence, the vote percentage of NCP is much higher than that of Congress.

Party strength in Assemblies

· We are in the Government in the States of Maharashtra, in Goa and in Nagaland.

· In Maharashtra we have our Deputy Chief Minister and 18 other Ministers besides Speaker Shri Dilip Walse Patil.  Shri Chhagan Bhujbal is the Deputy Chief Minister in Maharashtra.

In Maharashtra with a view to reducing our number of seats, Congress started announcing that they will fight alone and did not want alliance with NCP.  But the threat was siphoned off when NCP leaders also announced that NCP is ready to fight all alone.  But they continued their tactics at the discussion of seat sharing.  They stressed for reducing our number of seats from last time’s 122.  This statement and unnecessary delay in coming to an understanding helped the opposition parties to consolidate their position.

As we are not prepared to help the communal forces, even indirectly in Maharashtra, we agreed to reduced number 114 leaving 174 to them.  But one of our candidates withdrew on the last day of nomination, so we contested only 113 seats out of which we won 62, whereas they won 82 out of 174.  Even though congress wanted to show that NCP is losing its ground in Maharashtra, the results have brought out the reality.  The percentage of candidates whom the electorate voted to victory reflects the peoples acceptance of the party.  The people voted 57% of NCP candidates to victory, they voted only 47% of Congress candidates to success.  It comes out that the difference in the number of elected members is because of the huge share of seats they took out from us. 

We are the main opposition Party in Meghalaya with 14 seats in the Assembly.

In Goa we have three MLAs, out of which two are Ministers having portfolio of Revenue and Tourism.

We have a Minister in Nagaland also.  

We have our presence in a dozen of states.
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In Jharkhand we are contesting 12 seats.  The results are yet to come out.
In the bye-elections to Ferozabad parliamentary constituency, our party supported the Congress candidate Shri Raj Babbar, and he won the seat.

Meetings of the Working Committee

Six meetings of the Working Committee were held during this period.  Three Extended Working Committee meetings were also held during this period.

Discussed the stand of the party with regard to the formation of new states like Telengana and Vidarbha.  Decided to stick to the stand specified in the party manifesto.  We will support the formation of new states when the people come forward in support of the formation of such states.

President’s visit to States

Our President has visited most of the states during the period to attend party conferences and regional rallies and also for election campaign.  He also utilized the opportunities of his official visits to different states to meet state party leaders and discuss party matters with them.  He had campaigned for elections in Bihar, UP, Assam, Meghalaya, West Bengal, Jharkhand, Haryana, Delhi, Gujarat and Kerala besides Maharashtra.  Other leaders also visited many states for party conferences and for election campaign. 

Functioning of UPA :

The overall performance of the UPA government has been satisfactory.  But it could have been better if worked with proper coordination among partners.  Coalition works on mutual respect and proper consultation among constituent partners.  All policy matters and important issues are to be discussed and decided at the meeting of the coordination committee consisting of all coalition parties.

Functioning of Frontal Organizations:

The Nationalist Mahila Congress have units in most of the states.  Some of the state units have taken up some programmes against certain issues like atrocities on women and so on.   But they have not been able to highlight major social issues or problems related to women or the reservation for women in the Parliament and Assemblies, so as to catch the public eye.

The Nationalist Student Congress also have their units functioning in many states.  Some of them have taken part in the college elections in certain states like Delhi.  But they have failed to take up any issue related to educational reforms, right to quality education of the ordinary students or any other problems of the students community at national level.

The Nationalist Kisan Congress, though they have state units functioning in many states, have not made any effort for organizing a Kisan Movement at the national level in spite of the most favourable circumstances prevailing in the country for the formation of a strong farmers’ organization in the country.

NCP wants a thorough change in the social set up of the country based on the principles of freedom and equality.  It is the frontal organisations that can create necessary atmosphere for bringing about the desired changes in the society.

It is through campaigns and agitations on peoples’ causes that we can attract people into the party and prepare the people for the change.

Our frontal organizations do not take up many of the burning issues before them that have to be agitated on.  Such organizations have to be revitalized so as to convert them into fighting wings of the party for the cause of the people.

Labour Cell:
Trade Union Cell is working as a coordinator of various trade unions our party leaders are running in different sectors most of which are attached to different National Trade Unions like; INTUC, HMS, HMKP, INLC and so on.  We have not decided to organize a National Trade Union of our own under our party’s banner.

After the implementation of the new economic policy employments in organized sector is fast dwindling replaced by contract labour and self employment.  New employment sectors like malls, multiplexes call centres,  big hotels and hospitals are coming up in cities where contract labour is the order.  Self employment is mostly in transport sector, through auto rickshaw men, taxi men and hawkers who are facing great harassment of authorities.  Our trade unions have to pay more attention to this sector to ensure their security of employment and wages and other benefits.  It is seen that NCP labour cell is at the job of organizing them.

Seva Dal :

Seva Dal at the national level is organizing a training camp in Delhi from 18th to 20th December 2009.

Activities of Doctors’ Cell: 

1. Doctor’s Cell has constituted state units in 9 states.

2. Organized free check-up camps and free lab testing camps more than ten 
times at National level apart from state cell activities.

3. In Maharashtra, unit is working very efficiently with roughly 4,000 
members.  State unit worked very hard to bring Doctor’s Protection Bill in 
the state.

4. Raised issue of role of unskilled practitioners in managing rural health 
mission twice in Parliament through Shri Tariq Anwar.
5. Convinced Central Planning Commission and matter is forwarded to 
Ministry of Health, Govt. of India for further implementation.

Future Plans:

We want to coordinate programmes for Seminar and Training on the above mentioned topics.

Given a chance, we would like to coordinate in National Health Programmes with Ministry of Health on behalf of the party forum.

Election of the National President :

The process of the election of the National President was completed by the Chairman, Central Election Authority who is also the Ex-officio Returning Officer for the election of the President and members of the Working Committee as per the schedule.

Altogether there were ten sets of nomination papers submitted from different states for the National Presidentship.  All the nomination papers submitted proposed Shri Sharadchandra ji Govindrao Pawar as the President.  No other name was proposed for the post.  So, as the nominations were found valid on scrutiny and as there was only one candidate proposed, Shri Sharadchandra ji Govindrao Pawar was declared unanimously elected as the President of the Nationalist Congress Party for the fourth term on 10th December 2009.

The election of the members of the Working Committee will be conducted during the National Convention at New Delhi on 20th of December 2009.

Conclusion :

The people of our country had welcomed our party whole-heartedly from the very inception of the party.  They had bestowed the National status to the party in the Parliament elections in 1999, which we fought on our own strength within three months after the formation of the party.  We had been instrumental to keep the BJP – Sivasena combine out of power in Maharashtra.

It was the NCP that had taken the initiative for the formation of the United Progressive Alliance against BJP and other communal forces in the Parliament elections of 2004 and for the installation of the UPA government at the centre.

Now, we are in the UPA government at the centre.  We are partners of the governments in three states, Maharashtra, Goa and Nagaland and the main opposition party in another state, Meghalaya.  We are a decisive force in more than half a dozen states.  We could have scaled greater heights if we had taken care to systematize functioning of the party and had been a little more alive to the peoples’ problems at different states.

Even after 62 years of our independence, about 37 % of our population do not have even the primary facilities of life like food, clothing, shelter, education and health care.  The benefits of the new economic reforms have not reached them.  People think that Shri Sharad Pawar, who has a clear understanding of the problems of this country and has a great vision can bring about a change to this state of affairs and they look up to him and the NCP leadership for this change. 

The people expect the party to play a pivotal role in consolidating all democratic progressive forces in the country to bring about a new set up of society where there will be freedom for all, freedom from poverty and unemployment and each and every one will have equal access to the benefits of economic growth and development in the country.

With the newly elected Party Committees taking charge at all levels, the party is all set to march ahead towards our national goal.  Let us rise up to the expectation of the people and strengthen the party to achieve the goal.

The President and office bearers of the party take this opportunity to congratulate the party leaders at all levels and the party workers for the selfless and untiring efforts they have been making for building up the party to its present stature.

Let us also place on record our appreciation of the service rendered by the members of our staff under the guidance of Shri S. R. Kohli, Permanent Secretary of the party.
